The final vespers on
Thursday evening and the final Mass on Friday morning, both with Pope Benedict, drew 15,000
priests, 700 bishops, and 100 Cardinals. During the week between 5,000 and 9,000 priests
attended events at St Paul Outside the Walls. There were other events too

PopeBenedictrecentlyencouragdthe faithful to rediscover the beauty of being baptized in the
Holy Spirit. He said the Holy Spirit is like a waterfall able to purify all heaHs. gavehis
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traditional Sunday greeting shortly afterishing the celebration of Mass for the feast of
Pentecost.

The P@enoted that Pentecost was an ancient Hebrew feast that became a Christesdeast
result ofthe Holy Spiritcomingupon Mary and the disciples in the Upper Room 50 days after
the Restrection. "In effect, Jesus' whole mission was aimed at giving the Spirit of God to men
and baptizing them in the 'bath’ of regenergtitime Pope saidThis was realized through his
glorification, that is, through his death and resurrection: Thenghi & God was poured out in

a supefabundant way, like a waterfall able to purify every heart, to extinguish the flames of euvil
and ignite the fire of divine love in the world.

"The Acts of the Apostles present Pentecost as a fulfillment of such asprand therefore as

the crowning moment of Jesus' whole missidifter his resurrection, he himself ordered his
disciples to stay in Jerusalem, because, he said, 'In a short time you will be baptized in the Holy
Spirit'; and he added: "You will have thewsr of the Holy Spirit, who will descend upon you

and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all of Galilee and Samaria unto the ends of the
earth.”
