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Immigration has been considered one of the most important subjects in need to be approached by the APC.  Under the light of our Catholic faith we recognize that there is a high need to meet the need of our communities to know about the causes of immigration and for all Catholics, at all levels, how to handle related challenges.  Considering this responsibility, this sub-committee recommends:   
1. Establish Immigration issues as a significant priority for Office of Peace and Justice with the purpose of to coordinate information, educational material and available resources for Parishes that are willing to “walk the talk”, in regards of learning, and accepting the changes.
2. Upward and Downward pressure on Parish Priests regarding Homilies about the Catholic teaching and the US Bishops stance on “The Dignity of the Human Person” with focus on the dignity of immigrants.

3. Develop a video documentary, which tells “Immigration Stories” of actual  

Diocesan Catholics.  DVD’s to be disseminated to each Parish within the  

Archdiocese.

4. Immigration issues should be addressed in a NON political manner (Not Democratic; Not Republican – Just Catholic/Christian.
5. Dedicate a day in the calendar to pray for the immigrant.
